| first started attending church when | was 12. As a
teenager, | was both arrogant and insecure, and struggled
with depression and social anxiety. Receiving praise for
achieving good grades as a child would often feed into my
ego, and I received significant pressure to keep my grades
up, so | ended up placing a lot of personal importance into
my grades. | also struggled with taking initiative in
developing relationships, so I tried a little too hard to
maintain the relationships that others have formed with me,
often participating in or saying things I’m not exactly proud
of now. As a result, I wasn’t able to reflect properly on my
own weaknesses.

It wasn’t until university where I was made aware of these
weaknesses. It was during university where | faced
significant failure, which was a blow to my ego. The COVID
pandemic didn’t help either, as the more time | spent
separated from people, the more stagnant | became in my
relationship with God. I also faced difficulties with job
hunting, realizing that good grades would not be helpful if |
could not communicate properly. With my perceived
strengths ripped from me, | spent a lot of time unsure of
whether | would ever be able to survive as a person.
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It wasn’t until I started attending my small group in person
again that | was able to appreciate the church community I
had somewhat grown distant from. After rebuilding my
relationships with them, | shared with them some of the
worries I didn’t share much of and spent some time with
them in prayer. | remember having my anxieties relieved
after that. While | was eventually blessed with work, what
stood out to me was that the relief came before the job offer.
Christ saved me from my anxieties, which is why | am now
prepared to dedicate my life to Him.
